123 MATTERS ARISING 

Highways – Edge erosion in Edington Road to be reported to Highways. Clerk to remind about promised SLOW signs by Redgate in Mark Road and to request reflectors on the stonework of the bridge.

124 PLANNING
Applications – 
55/18/00004 Retrospective application for the change of use of part of the old Burtle Inn to 1 No. residential unit. Burtle Inn, Catcott Broad Drove, Burtle TA7 8NG

Following discussion Councillors agreed to support the application with the details and most up to date plans provided. However, in their response to the planning officer they noted two points that are still causing concerns:

Garden /car park area  the original application 55/17/00002 provided for a low wall to separate the 6 new parking spaces for both properties (3 for each) from a garden area in the northern end of what was the pub car park.  Lines are drawn on the latest plans but there is no mention of a wall. Councillors would like to see a low wall constructed of stone to match the existing stone wall already on the outer boundary of this area facing Burtle Road and going around the corner to Catcott Broad Drove included in any permission for the current application. They feel that this will help to maintain the appearance of this prominent corner in the village. 

Highway area in front of eastern wall of property Councillors note that a stone wall is shown on the new boundary with Catcott Broad Drove where the applicant has indicated that they propose to apply to have the highway ‘stopped up’ and extend their land to create privacy. Burtle Parish Council has made enquiries with the Highways Dept about this matter and, as far as the Parish Council is aware, no such application has been formally made although some informal discussion has taken place. It would seem that the new proposed boundary wall cannot be agreed and built until the land has been formally passed to the owner of the Burtle Inn as, at present, the area concerned would still appear to be part of the highway.
55/18/00005/DT Erection of 1 No. 4 bed semidetached house on site of demolished section of the Old Burtle Inn, Catcott Broad Drove, Burtle TA7 8NG

After discussion Councillors agreed to support the application with the details and most up to date plans provided. However, in their response to the planning officer they raised the following two points:

Thickness of the wall on the southern side of the build Councillors were surprised to see that the latest plans show this wall to be of normal modern construction but on earlier plans submitted with this application this wall is shown as being much thicker. The inglenook fireplace was on this wall. The earlier plans were discussed at a meeting of Burtle Parish Council on 3rd October 2018 and the thickness of the walls was noted. The agent, who was present at that meeting, advised that this was at the insistence of the planning department who wanted the building reinstated to resemble the one which had been demolished as much as possible. Burtle Parish Council would also like the new building to closely resemble the one that was demolished as much as possible to help maintain the visual character of this part of the village and would like clarification on this matter. 

Number of bedrooms Councillors would like any permission granted for this development to be clear that the number of bedrooms is 3 as shown on the latest plans even though the latest version of the application form shows 4.
